WATER & SEWER TAP PROCEDURES

1.
First set up an appointment with Field Superintendent at the water office, 443 24th 
St., San Leon, Texas, (281)339-1586, to determine if water and sewer is available 
to the property.

2.
Secure a Building Permit from Galveston County at:

Bring the building permit and a diagram of the structure on a plat with the 
proposed water and sewer tap locations to the water office.

4.
Complete all paperwork for:

Plumbing permit;




$120.00 for new construction




$75.00 for mobile home or manufactured home

$50.00 for owners (supply proof of ownership)

 5.
Place stakes at the property marked “Water” and “Sewer” where you would like 
the taps placed.  Water and Sewer must be AT LEAST 10 feet apart.  The district 
will try to accommodate your request but cannot guarantee the taps will be put 
where requested.  Do not run your service lines until the taps have been made.

6.
The district will install the taps in approximately 6-8 weeks from application and 
payment date.  When the tap is installed, the district 
will lock the meter until the 
customer has notified the district that they are ready for their water service to 
begin and all inspections have been approved.   At that time, the lock will be 
removed BY THE DISTRICT and service will be activated.

7.
The district requires a 24 hour notice on inspections.  All plumbing inside and 
outside must be open and inspected before cover up
